Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) funds are provided by the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD) in order to improve local communities by providing decent housing, improved infrastructure, public facilities and services, and improved economic opportunities. Federal law requires that community development grant funds primarily benefit low and moderate-income persons. Funds may also be used for activities that help prevent or eliminate slum or blight, or for projects that meet urgent community needs. 

The 2026–2027 funding round will focus on Public Services.  Provision of public services (including labor, supplies, and materials) including but not limited to those concerned with employment, crime prevention, child care, health, drug abuse, education, fair housing counseling, energy conservation, homebuyer down payment assistance, or recreational needs will be considered for funding.

You are invited to submit an application to Horry County Community Development, located at 1300 Second Avenue, Suite 102, Conway, SC 29526.  Applications are due no later than February 12, 2026 at 5 PM to be eligible for funding consideration.

Applicants must submit one original and two hard paper copies of the application by the application due date. Additionally, a scanned electronic copy (PDF preferred) of the application should be emailed to Dobson.michael@horrycountysc.gov by the application due date. Paper copies must be delivered to the Horry County Community Development office by February 12, 2026 at 5 PM. Applications that do not arrive at the Community Development office by the application deadline will not be considered. Applicants must provide both the three (3) paper copies and the electronic copy of their application as a part of their submission.
Horry County anticipates receiving approximately $1,892,350 for the 2026-2027 CDBG program year for all of its CDBG-funded projects. Of the total grant award, approximately $378,470 will be allocated to the City of Myrtle Beach.  A total allocation of $200,000 in CDBG public service funding will be made available for award to one or more selected outside agencies for eligible public service projects. Additional preference will be given to applications which address an identified contributing factor to a fair housing issue listed in the Horry County HOME Consortium Assessment of Fair Housing. Horry County reserves the right to modify any submitted proposal to maintain compliance with current HUD regulations in the event any such modifications are deemed necessary.
Preference will be given to applicants that address public service needs in targeted neighborhoods.   The 2026 – 2027 CDBG target neighborhoods are the Socastee and Racepath Communities in Myrtle Beach.
